The ASU Equal Pay Day of Action follows Fair Work Australia (FWA)’s landmark ruling on May 17th that gender is a key reason why workers in the social, community and disability services industry (SACS) are being paid less than employees of state and local governments who perform similar work. 

PWD is joining other social and community organisations to call on Australian governments to fund changes to the system which will enable organisations to continue performing their essential services while incorporating this wage increase. 
“PWD has supported this campaign from the start, recognising the significant gender base pay gap which exists in our sector, and the ongoing undervaluation of the crucial role social and community services have to play in Australia. 

“We call on all levels of Australian governments to acknowledge that social and community service workers have been underpaid for too long, and commit to fund whatever increases are awarded by Fair Work Australia.
“We also call on the whole of the community sector, including employers and peak organisations, to unite to support this action,” says Ms Daisley.
